Knitting pattern 
So that the scarves will join together and satisfy the Guinness World Record they need to be hand-knitted in the following way:

1. Using any double-knitting yarn of your choice, in any colour, and 4mm needles (old number 8s), cast on at least 66 stitches

2. Work in garter stitch (i.e. knit every row). This should make a scarf that is about 30cm (12”) wide.  You can make a wider scarf if you like, but it must have at least 66 stitches in each row

3. When your scarf is 152cm long (five feet), cast off and start another one
